INSTALL 3/8 FASTENERS THROUGH VALANCE PANEL AND HITCH UPRIGHT BRACKET, EACH SIDE, AS SHOWN.
5. INSTALL 7/16 FASTENERS THROUGH SQUARE ACCESS HOLE ON INBOARD SIDE OF FRAME AS SHOWN ABOVE.
NOTE: USE OF U—SHAPED BLOCK (3029) ON PASSENGER SIDE ONLY
6. REATTACH EXHAUST SYSTEM.
TIGHTEN 3/8 GRS FASTENERS TO 31 LB-FT.
TIGHTEN 7/16 GR5 FASTENERS TO 50 LB.—FT.
