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1. REMOVE ALL BUT A THIN LAYER OF UNDERCOATING FROM BOTTOM SURFACE OF VEHICLE FRAME RAIL, EACH SIDE.

2. ENLARGE TWO (2) REARMOST HOLES IN FRAME [ONE (1) EACH SIDE] TO 1/2”. ENLARGE FOUR (4) FORWARDMOST
HOLES [TWO (2) EACH SIDE] TO 9/16". BE CAREFUL NOT TO DRILL WIRE HARNESS INSIDE DRIVER'S SIDE FRAME.

3. INSTALL 1/2 X 1=3/4 CARRIAGE BOLTS AND 1/4 X 1 X 1-1/2 BLOCKS (1277) DOWN THROUGH TWO (2)
FORWARDMOST HOLES IN FRAME RAIL, EACH SIDE. FOR VEHICLES WITH CLOSED—IN FRAME, FASTENERS MUST
BE FISHWIRED THROUGH ACCESS HOLE ON INBOARD SIDE OF FRAME RAIL (SEE FIGURE 1).

4. RAISE HITCH INTO POSITION, BEING CAREFUL NOT TO PUSH FORWARD FASTENERS BACK INTO FRAME. SECURE
HITCH INTO POSITION BY INSTALLING HARDENED FLAT WASHERS, LOCK WASHERS AND NUTS ONTO CARRIAGE BOLTS.

NOTE: WIRING HARNESS IS LOCATED INSIDE DRIVER'S SIDE FRAME. DO NOT SANDWICH WIRES BETWEEN FRAME
AND FASTENERS.

5. INSTALL REMAINING FASTENERS AS SHOWN ABOVE.
